Inserting the back panels
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Mounting the Cabinet

Wall Mounted cases are hung on a “French Cleat”
(provided). Use a stud finder to locate studs. Select
studs nearest to the center of the desired cabinet
location. Cabinet can move a total of 14” side-to side
on the cleat after mounted.

Mark wall on center of studs, 4" below desired
cabinet height. (Figure 1).

The Cleat is bored for 16" or 24" stud spacing. Use a
level to assure mounting holes are in alignment.
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% It is critical that the cleat is screwed into
studs. Do not use drywall anchors.

| Leveling the Cabinet

Any twisting of the cabinet due to uneven surfaces can result
in misalignment of door. If doors are misaligned when closed,
lift cabinet off wall, adjust rear leveler and rehang to bring
cabinet to square. (Figure 2).
